3. The idea does not have to be a big one! Small changes can all add up to = big energy savings and major benefits to the environment.
4. The idea does not have to relate to your shop. If you are an employee in the paint shop and you have a great idea about how the landscaping shop can save energy then submit it.
5. Reward amount will be based upon the impact of the idea. Ideas that result in greater energy savings and environmental benefits will result in a higher award (maximum award amount = $50).
6. Submit as many ideas as you like! The Energy SAT will happily award the same person with multiple awards if he/she continues to produce great ideas.
